¥R, VCGEL'S CONTRACT.

Kr. Vogel's contract-ei@ired on the 3lst December
last snd was renewed for a further twelve montins.

During tihe five and a half years which have elapsed
since the contract was entered into, the nett loss to the
Overseas Brangh has been £1,196.

ir. Vogel has been deprived, during the period of
war, of the records of practically all uis Zastern catalogues,
Arsbic, Syrian, Turkish and Greek; has been unable to obtain
mschines from Znglend in sdequate quantity, and hes carried on
nis business from the stock he held in Aupgust 1214, end by the
sale of Znglisih records to the Troops, Hospitals, ete.

In spite of these disadvantages, kr. Vogel says he
has not lost money but, on the other hend, has made none. The
ultimate result, however, depends on whetner his bookk dehts
are good. ' : :

The position of his.abcounts is as follows:=

He owed on ocurrent Afe. on the 1st August 1919
£2,695.16. 8, of which £1,000 has since been received. The
balance is represented by goods in transit or not due for pay-
ment, and £500's worth of records sent out for British Troops
and which may become unsalesble. ' :

¢f nis old Afc. £3,460. 6. 1 is still owing, less 2
sum of £109.17. 3 for goods on osrder from Hanover prior to the
outvreak of War, which are held up in Holland.

Gf his "Instalment® A/c. £680. 4. 3 remeins unpald,
but of this ir. Vogel claims £348.12. 4 being half the cost of
recording incurred by him prior to August 1914, the original
wexes of which were sent to Hanover and the records not issued.

Of his "Goods on Consignment" A/e. £219.13. 9 remains
unpaid.

kr. Vogel's total indebtedness is, therefore,
£6,056., 0. 9. He offers to settle the old itewms, viz. £3,460.8.
2680. 4. 3 and £219.13. 9, less the elaims for £1C9.17. 3 and
£348.12. 4, waich equals-£3,901.14. 6, by a ocasn paynent of
£2,000 payable at the end of the year. These sums have all been
reserved for. I recomuend that the oifer be accepted.
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g¥r. Vogel is todsy without o catalogue &nd is
dependent for the future on:-

(1) The Hanover matrices becoming again available.

(2) Fresh recording of new Zastern music that has
become popular in the last four years.

' A session to desl with Zgyptian recording is being
neld at Cairo st the end of SBeptember. TFor this, a sum of
£7CG0 nas been granted. Kr. Vogel seys that this amount is
insufficient and will barely cover artists!' fees, in addition
to wiaich there are authors' rights and fees to 1ivrettists and
coumposers, eto. whioch Hr. Vogel estimates will bring up the
expenditure to a sun of £2,160C.

1t will be necessary to deal with Syria, Turkey and
Greece in & like manner, and it is calculated that another
£2,000 will be necessary for these territories to make up lost
ground and without, in any way,jreplacing recordings held by
Hanover .linder the old contractéﬂﬁr. Vogel bought his machines
and records at Branch prices, us 8, on former and 16,7 on
latter. : A ‘

.o He was to have paid for his own recording and the
Company agreed to contribute £800 per annunm towards recording
expenses. i

ur. Vogel asks a renewal of his agreement, as regards
territory and terms, on the old lines, but requests that the
Company should undertake, at their own expense, the recording
above referred to amounting to £4,160, and that, in the event
of tne recordings held at Hanover not becoming available, siould
reinstate these, or such portion of them as are necessary at the:
own expense. _ LR » ‘

‘ As regards territory, it is proposed that Turkish
‘Arabia (Fersian Gulf) should be open to kr. Vogel for Arabile
records and reserved to the Indian Branch for machines and other
records and that, as regards Greece, the Company should trade
direct with Nr. 8Sidney Nowill for Athens only at 40% discount,
allowing Er. Vogel an over-riding commission of 5, on the turn-
over. -

The terms granted to iir. Vogel under nis expiring
zgreement being too low and having involved the Cverseas Branch
in a loss, it is proposed thatl ne snould pay in future 12345 on
Branch record prices and 10/ on macnines; thetl the Company
snould undertake the recording in Hgypt, Syria and Turkey,above
raferred to, to the extent of £4,000 excluding recorder's ex-
penses; and thst, in the event of the Hanover matrices not
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becoming available, kr. Vogel should undertake any .recording
necessary to reinstate these or build up his oatalogue.

s Kr. Vogel had 3,372 titles of Arabic, Turkish, Syrian
and Greek redordings on his old eatalogue. -He caloulates that
6C5; of these are of permanent value to nis catalogue and will
require to be re-made if Hanover matrices are not forthooming,
i.e. 3,000 titles, or,allowing for three monthst recording per
annum, nearly five years! work, to which would reguire to be
added new work appearing during that period. .

B ‘It is felt that, before these old titles could Ve
recorded ond issued, much of their value would have disappeared,
and that, probably, the titles of effective and perpanent value
to tne ocatalogue would ultimately prove very much less than 6G;
and could be replaced gradually by Er. Vogel himself in his
yearly recording sessions. sen HoEe T ; :

» -~ Possibly it wey De necessary, iater on, to glive r.
Vogel further financial assistance in this direction, seeing that

the matrices become the property of the Company, but it is not
possibie to take any binding engagement to do 80 at preaqnt.
