No 12-inch (30cm) recordings in the « f » matrix series were made.

A number of these recordings were later reissued on the ZONOPHONE label.

Titles, makams and names of artists have been copied from catalogues, EMI registers, EMI
ledgers and record labels.

Whenever possible I have added extra information. This is indicated by placing that data
between square brackets.

| have tried as a rule to further identify the titles of the songs, by completing each first line of
a song. This was done with utmost care, and, when in doubt, | put in a question-mark or added
other options.

Relatively few Greek recordings were made.

Unfortunately the original EMI sources are at times frustratingly incomplete and vague about
this recording session and the end products.

Had certain artists preferred to remain anonymous and requested their name to be left out?
Was the cataloguing department not yet up to standard?

Was the local agent of The Gramophone Company — Sigmund Weinberg — to be blamed for
the erratic information?

Or had the recording engineer - Will Gaisberg — failed to do his duty: keeping accurate notes
of the recording session?



For instance, the name of violinist Kemani (Aleksan) Aga comes to the forefront in almost all
available sources, where one would expect the singer to be mentioned first and subsequently
the accompanying musician(s).

It is almost as if the singers were of lesser importance.

And who was Civan? Was he Lavtaci Civan Aga? Or a singer by the name of Civan?

At the end of the session a number of recordings (418-426 d (7-inch) and 692-700 e (10-
inch)) were made by one or more unidentified female singers. In those early days it was not
uncommon for women singers to remain anonymous.

The labels of the actual records may possibly provide the necessary information lacking at the
moment.

This document was only recently compiled and will no doubt contain the inevitable
inaccuracies or mistakes. It will be updated as soon as new information becomes available.

Letter of 28 April 1904 from Max de Sarter (Constantinople) to Herr Direktor (Ludwig
Wild, Vienna or Theodore Birnbaum, London)

“Heute wurden die ersten Aufnahmen hier gemacht, welche bedeutend besser als die bisher
gemachten ausfallen werden, da wir die 7 besten Sanger Constantinopels engagieren konnten,
welche bei unserer letzten Aufnahme fehlten, da sie zu hohe Anspruche stellten. Es sind dies
die Hofsanger, welche nur vor dem Sultan singen ddrfen.

Im ganzen werden wir etwa 130 Aufnahmen d.h. 100 tlirkische und 30 griechische
fertigstellen mussen, da Odeon, welche gestern hier ihre Aufnahmen beendete, im Ganzen 300
Lieder, zwar nur von minderwertien Sangern, machte. Odeon wird uns daher mit
griechisches Repertoire voraus sein. Orosdi [1] wiinschte mindestens 200 neue tlrkische
Aufnahmen, da er zum Verkauf mit den Vorhandenen keine Auswahl hat. Odeon hat fir die
Aufnahmen ausser den allgemeinen Spesen, welche ihm Blumenthal vorstreckte, nicht viel
ausgegeben, da die meisten Sanger beim Verkauf ihrer eigenen Platten interessiert bleiben
und je nach dem Verkauf bezahlt werden. In dieser Weise hat er jedoch bedeutend schlechtere
Preise erzielt, und musste er eimen Sanger, welchem diese Zahlungsweise nicht konvenierte, £
4 pro Monat abzahlen fur die Dauer von 2 Jahren. Die Odeonaufnahmen wurden im Bureau
Blumenthal in Stamboul gemacht.[2]

Wir werden wahrscheinlich auch turkische Regimentsmusik aufnehmen kénnen, da sich S. H.
der Prinz [3] daflr interessiert und er mir gestern versprochen hat, die Sache persénlich zu
ordnen. Schlimstenfalls werden wir die Aufnahmen in der Kaserne machen mussen. Orosdi
verspricht sich, wenn die Angelegenheit zustande kommt, ein gutes Geschaft hiermit.

Orosdi beklagt sich jedoch dariber, dass Blumenthal fortwéhrend aus Deutschland tlrkische
Platten bekommt und tberall zu billigeren Preisen verkauft. So z.B. verkauft das
Nebengeschéft bei [Sigmund] Weinberg [4] dieselben zu 30 Piaster laut Kontrakt verkaufen
mussen. Ausserdem hat jeder Imitationshandlern unsere ttirkischen Aufnahmen und ist es
daher schwer, zu den festgesetzten Preisen zu verkaufen. Es ware daher im Interesse des
Geschaftes, wenn die Angelegenheit mit den orientalischen Plattenlager endgultig erledigt
wirde, und wird gerade jetzt der beste Erfolg ausbleiben.

Ausserdem ware es absolut notwendig, dass diese neuen tiirkischen Aufnahmen vor den von
Odeon gemachten auf den Markt gebracht wirden, da alle Kunden bereits seit Langem auf
neue Platten warten und es ganz nattrlich ist, dass Odeon, wenn seine neuen Platten
erscheinen, unbedingt ein gutes Geschaft hiermit machen wird, und spater die Kauflust
bedeutend geschwécht sein wird. Es ist dies ein Hauptpunkt, welcher evtl. den Ausschlag
geben wird.




Orosdi hat mir versprochen, von diesen neuen Platten fir den Anfang einen Auftrag von 1500
Stiick zu geben.”

[1] Orosdi-Back was a large department/chain store in Paris with branches all over the Near East (Istanbul, Izmir, Beyrouth,
Cairo and Alexandria).

[2] H. & J. Blumenthal Fréres, 52/56 Topalian Han, Stamboul, Constantinopel. Hermann and Julius Blumenthal were the
representatives of the International Talking Machine Company (= Odeon) in Turkey. They also represented Odeon in Egypt:
Blumenthal Freres & Cie., Rue Mansour Pacha, Cairo, Egypt

To my knowledge not one copy from this (first) 1904 Constantinople Odeon recording session has ever surfaced. Their
matrix numbers should be within the Cx 1-350 range. The lowest known Constantinople Odeon matrix number is Cx 372 (x
31859), which leads me to believe that for some reason or other all recordings from the 1904 session turned out a failure,
were damaged or got lost in transit. This theory is corroborated by a remark made by Jak Griinberg in the introduction to
the 1930 Turkish Odeon catalogue: “Odeon fabrikasi ilk olarak 1905 senesinde Tiirk hanende ve sanatkdrlarin seslerini
plaklara imla etmekle ebedi bir hatira birakmistir.”, i.e. the Odeon factory has left an everlasting memory by recording in
1905 for the first time the sounds of Turkish singers and (other) artists.

A similar fate seems to have befallen Odeon’s 1904 Cairo recordings. Although we have no information about the total
amount of recordings made in 1904 in Cairo, we may safely assume some 200 recordings were made in the Ex 1-200 range.
But sofar only 2 Egyptian recordings are known to exist: Ex 147 A/B (31614/31615 by Hasan Hassanein (Ahmad Hasanyn).
Again, as far as | know, no other recordings with a matrix number within the Ex 1-300 range have surfaced, which also may
point to an (almost) complete failure of the 1904 Egyptian recording session. The 1913/1914 Egyptian Odeon catalogue
lists six more recordings by Hasan Hassanein: 31606/31609, 31607/31613 and 31611/31612. These same recordings are still
listed in the Catalogue Général des Disques Arabes double face Marque Odeon of 1922.

Letter of 28 March 1904 from Ludwig Wild (DGAG Vienna) to Theo Birnbaum (London):
“Die Const'pler Aufnahmen sind deshalb von ausserordentlicher Wichtigkeit, weil wir dann
ein gutes Repertoire haben, sodass uns keine Konkurrenz schadlich werden kann. Ausserdem
lasst sich jetzt das .Geschaft in der Tilrkei sehr gut an. Ich mdchte vorschlagen, dass
Gaisberg Il [= Will Gaisberg] Mitte April nach Const'pel fahrt, von dort nach Lemberg und

von dort nach Wien kommt.”

Letter of 2 May 1904 from Ludwig Wild (Vienna) to Theodore Birnbaum (London):
“Tarkei und Kleinasien: Ich sende Ihnen anbei Kopie eines von meinem Reisenden, Herrn v.
Sarter, erhaltenen Berichtes. Sie wollen aus demselben ersehen, wie wichtig es wére, wenn —
wie Ihnen schon vor Kurzem vorgeschlagen — die orientalischen etc. Platten nur von hier aus
geliefert wirden. Seit meinem Besuche in Constantinopel, also innerhalb 3 Monaten, ist in
der Turkei und Kleinasien ein Umsatz von rund K. 62.000.- erzielt worden. Das Geschéft
dirfte nach Erhalt der Neuaufnahmen und speziell der tiirkischen Militarorchesteraufnahmen
[5], die von unschatzbarem Werte fur uns sind, sich sehr steigern, und méchte ich bitten, dass

meine Bemiihungen gerade in diesem Bezirk von Ihnen besonders unterstiitzt werden.”

[5] Between late October and early November 1904 William Sinkler Darby was making recordings in Constantinople. He
recorded a number of marches and popular titles by the Musique de la Garde Imperial (Mizikay-1 Himayun) on both 25cm
(8 titles) and on 30cm (10 titles) . Two examples can be found on KALAN CD 150: Osmanli Marslari (# 4 and # 10).

Letter of 3 May 1904 from Theodore Birnbaum (London) to Ludwig Wild (Vienna):



“It is impossible for me to guarantee Mr. Will Gaisberg's Records, though I have no doubt
that the work he is doing will turn out perfectly satisfactory. In order to make sure, will you
try and obtain at the earliest possible moment samples of Records he is taking in
Constantinople, Lemberg, etc., and report to me upon them.”

Letter of 9 May 1904 from Ludwig Wild (DGAG Vienna) to Theodore Birnbaum
(London):

“Gaisberg: Derselbe [= Will Gaisberg] ist am 22.4. hier [= Wien] fortgefahren und ist jetzt
mit den Aufnahmen in Const'pel ferzig. ”

“Ich habe bis jetzt noch nichts von den tiirkischen Aufnahmen gehort und nehme an, dass
Gaisberg erst von der Grenze ab die tlrkischen Aufnahmen nach Hannover oder Berlin

schicken wird. ”

Letter of 28 May 1904 from Ludwig Wild (DGAG Wien) to Theo Birnbaum (London):
“Plattenlieferungen: Die béhmischen, ungarischen, serbischen, bulgarischen, rumanischen,
tlrkischen und griechischen Platten (evtl. spater arabisch) werden nur ab Wien resp. unter
unserer Kontrolle geliefert; ich erklare mich dagegen bereit, bei Sendungen, welche flr
andere Abteilungen, sagen wir z.B. Deutschland oder Italien gehen, den Zoll zu verguten.
Soeben langten an Ihre w.Adresse hier eine Anzahl schwedischer und danischer
Neuaufnahmen (fertige Platten) sowie einige tiirkische Musterplatten ein, welche ich Herrn

Gaisberg ausgeliefert habe. Ich bemerke, dass die sdmtlichen Aufnahmen gut gelungen sind.”

Letter of 30 May 1904 from Ludwig Wild (DGAG Wien) to Theo B. Birnbaum
(Mailand/Milan):

“Heute ist Herr [Sigmund] Weinberg aus Constantinopel hier. In Berlin wurde ihm der
Apparat flr 3 Platten gezeigt und wirde ihm sehr viel daran gelegen sein, sofort einen
solchen Apparat fiir den Sultan zu erhalten, weil dies uns bei spateren Aufnahmen in

Const pel sehr von Nutzen sein konnte. Weinberg wurde in Berlin mitgeteilt, dass immerhin
doch schon 10 bis 12 Aufnahmen geliefert wurden und wiirde dies einstweilen gentgen. Ich
bitte um gefl. Mitteilung, ob Sie mit Lieferung des Apparates einverstanden sind, evtl. wie ich

den Apparat Weinberg berechnen soll.”

Letter of 13 June 1904 from Theodore Birnbaum (The Gramophone and Typewriter Ltd,
London) to Ludwig Wild (DGAG Vienna):

“Turkish records: I am quite agreeable to your issuing Turkish Records in August, provided
that Hanover is able to supply you with the goods. So far as | am aware the matrices are
already prepared.”
